
ST. JUDE'S SHRINE CONFIRMATION PROGRAM 
2008 - PARENTS CONTRACT 

Goal: The confirmation experience must be one of personal encounter with Jesus and conversion; otherwise it is 
not a true confirmation. In order to achieve the proposed goal, you need to accomplish the following: 
requirements: 

1. Be a registered active parishioner of St. Jude's, must provide parents Sunday envelope. 
2. They must attend mass at St. Jude's, from the moment they registered; to keep track of their mass attendance we 

will provide them a box of envelo~es, which they need to give to every mass. Parents are responsible to make sure 
they attend mass; lack of participation will delay receiving the Sacraments. 

3. Confirmation program is a two year process in preparation to receive the Sacraments. 
The total cost of the process is $200.00 per candidate. ($100 per Year) 
The candidate has to be at least 13 years of age before April to register in the program. 

4. Only three excuse absences per year are accepted, which can be recuperating attending another class, 15 minutes 
late or more count as an absence. Students must be in 15 minutes before class. If the candidate has more than 3 
absences, helshe will be require attend summer school or attend another class. 

5. There will be 8 mandatory parent talks per year; talks will start in November. 
Wednesdays, English and Spanish classes in the community center at 7:OOpm. 
Saturday, Spanish classes in the community center at 8:30am and 10:30am. 
Sunday, English classes at 8:30am. in the community center. 

6. Parents must attend to their sonldaughter classroom on the first day of class and the first class in January. 
7. Students will receive a student's bulletin from the teacher thefirst week of each month, you are responsible to get 

one for your information. 
8. Donation of $40.00 will be required for the ceremony's expenditures, donated by the Godparent or parents. The 

donation will be requested at the Godparent meetings. 
9. Only one Godparent is allowed, and helshe will be required to attend to one godparent and parents talk in March 

or April. 
10. If the student does not participate in class, or disrespects his teachers and fellow students, parentslguardians will be 

notified. If this behavior continues the student will be suspended. 
Community Service: 

1 1. The candidate must comply with 40 hours of Community Serviceperprogram. A minimum of 20 hours need to be 
done at St. Jude's. 

Spiritual Retreats: 
12. First year of instruction they need to attend to a Youth Conference, there will be an additional cost of $20.00 

Second year of instruction, candidate is expected to participate in a weekend camp retreat; there will be an 
additional cost of $50.00 or more depending on the camp cost. Lack of participation will delay receiving the Sacraments. 

Every student will be asking to participate on activities to fundraising for our retreats. 
Students need to attend 2 classes for lent and a vocation day on each year, we will advise you later on the 
dates. 

Dress Code: 
13. - Girls: no mini skirts, length must be to the knee or longer, no mini shirts, no see-through-clothes. 

- Boys: must tuck in shirts and no hats. 
- All Candidates: no piercing are acceptable, no radios, no cell phones, no exposed tattoos, no shorts. 
The students will be sent home if any of the prior items are violated 

Other requirements: 
14. There is no cleaning service for the school on weekends. Therefore, we ask parents and candidates to keep the 

classrooms, hallways, and restrooms clean. 
15. Every student will be asked to sell a book of raffle tickets for the church festivities with a value of $20.00. 

I agree with my contract and assure and encourage my children to do the same. To fegister I need to pay $1 00.00 off the 
registration fee per child which is not refundable if my children never come to class or drop out. 
I have read and I understand everything. I accept the rules of the Religious Education Program of St. Jude and would like to 
enroll my child for the Program.

PROGRAMA DE CONFIRMACION DE SAN  AS 
2008 - CONTRATO PARA PADRES DE FAMILIA 

Meta: La Confirmacibn es una experiencia personal que debe ser un encuentro con Jesiis a una conversi6n; de otra manera 
no es una verdadera Confirmaci6n. Para poder lograr esta meta necesita completar 10s siguientes requisitos: 

1. Estar registrados y ser miembros activos de la Iglesia de San Judas, se necesita proveer el sobre dominical de 10s 
padres de familia. 

2. Debera atender a misa todos 10s domingos a esta Iglesia de San Judas, desde el momento que se registren; para 
llevar un control si asisten, se les entregara a 10s estudiantes unos sobres que deberhn entregar en cada misa. Es 
obligaci6n de 10s padres de asegurarse que sus hijos asistan, falta de participacidn del estudiante retrasara que 
reciba el sacramento. 

3. El programa de Confirmacibn, es un proceso de dos aiios. 
El costo total del programa es de $200.00 por candidato. ($100.00 pot- aiio) 
El/la candidatola debe tener 13 aiios de edad o m b  antes del mes de abril para registrar en el programa. 

4. Solamente se acepta un mbimo de tres faltas justificadas por aiio, que se recuperan asistiendo a otra clase, 15 
minutos tarde o m k  se considera falta. Deberan estar en el saldn 15 minutos antes. Si tiene m b  de 3 faltas y se va 
requerir que asistan a clases de verano o atender a otra clase. 

5. Tendremos 8 plhticas obligatorias por aiio para padres de familia. Empezaran en noviembre: 
MiCrcoles en ingles y espaiiol a las 7:OOpm. en el salon parroquial. 
Sabados en espaiiol a las 8:30am y 10:30am en el sal6n parroquial. 
Domingos en Ingles a las 8:30am en el sal6n parroquial. 
Tambikn podrhn asistir a un retiro espiritual de 2 dias y se les dari crkdito al presentar carta de asistencia. 

6. Padres de familia necesitadn asistir al sal6n de clases de sus hijos en el primer dia de clases y la primera semana 
de enero 

7 .  Laprimera semana de cada mes el maestro les entregarci un boletin de estudiante, usted es responsable de tener 
uno, para su informaci6n. 

8. Se pedirh un donativo de $40.00 ddlares para 10s gastos de la celebracidn de 10s Sacramentos, donado por 10s 
padrinos o 10s padres de familia. El donativo se pedirh el dia de la plhtica de 10s padrinos. 

9. Solo se requiere un solo padrino y es requerido que asistan a una plhtica de padrinos y padres en marzo o abril. 
10. Si el estudiante no participa en clase, o le falta a1 respeto a1 maestro o a cualquier otro estudiante, se les notificara a 

10s padres de familia. Si este comportamiento continua, el estudiante sera suspendido y dado de baja. 
Servicio Comunitario: 
1 1 .  El candidato debe cumplir con 40 horas de servicio comunitarioporprograma Un minimo de 20 horas se 

necesitan hacer en San Judas. 
Retiros Espirituales: 
12. Primer aiio se requiere que el candidato participe a una Conferencia, costo adicional de $20.00. 
13. Segundo aiio de instrucci6n, se requiere que el candidato participe en un retiro de fin de semana en un 

campamento, tendra un costo adicional de $50.00 o mas dependiendo del costo del campamento. Falta de 
participaci6n del estudiante retrasarh que reciba el sacramento. 

A cada estudiante se le pedirh que participe en actividades para recabar fondos para 10s retiros. 
Los estudiantes necesitan atender 2 clases cuaresmales y un dia de vocaciones por aiio, despuCs se avisarb. 

Vestuario: 
14. - Mujeres: no mini faldas lo largo seria a la rodilla o mhs abajo, no ropa transparente o blusas escotadas. 

- Hombres: no gorras o cachuchas, y no camisas desfajadas. 
- Para todos 10s Cadidatos: no aretes en la cara de ningun tipo (piercing), no radios, no celulares, no tatuajes, no 

shorts. Los estudiantes sercin enviados a casa si se viola alguno de estos requisitos 
Otros requisitos generales: 
15. En el fin de semana no hay servicio de limpieza en la escuela, por lo tanto, se pide a 10s padres de familia y 

estudiantes de mantener limpios 10s salones, pasillos y baiios. 
16. Se pedira a cada estudiante que venda un libro de boletos de rifa, para las festividades de la parroquia, con valor de 

$20.00. 
Estoy de acuerdo con mi cornpromiso del programa y prometo cumplir y hacer que mis hijos lo hagan. Para 
registrar necesito pagar por lo menos $100.00 del registro por estudiante, no retornable, si 10s nifios vienen o no 
a clase o se salen en el transcurso del aiio. He leido y comprendo todo, acepto las normas del Programa de 
Educaci6n Religiosa de San Judas y deseo inscribir a mis hijos en el programa.

ST JUDE RELIGIOUS EDUCATION PROGRAM 
2008 - PARENT CONTRACT 
Baptism and First Communion 

Requirements: 
1. Be a registered active parishioner of St. Jude's, must provide parents' Sunday envelope. 
2. They must attend mass at St. Jude's, from the moment they are registered; to keep track of their mass 

attendance we will provide them a box of envelopes. Parents are responsible to take their children to mass. 
Lack of participation will delay receiving the Sacraments. 

3. It is a two year process for First Communion preparation and one year for Baptism. 
The total cost of the process for First Communion is $130.00 per child. ($65 - Baptism) 
The candidate has to be at least 6 years of age before April to register in the program and 8 years by the 
time of First Communion with sufJicient knowledge and be able to understand the mystery of Christ 
according to their capacity, and be able to receive the Body of the Lord with faith and devotion. 

4. Only three absences per year are accepted, and recuperate with homework, 15 minutes late or more count as an 
absence. Students must be in 15 minutes before class. If the student has more than 3 absences, will be required 
to attend summer school. 

5.  There will be 8 mandatory parent talks per year; talks will start in November. 
Wednesdays, English and Spanish classes in the community center at 7:OOpm. 
Saturday, Spanish classes in the community center at 8:30am and 10:30am. 
Sunday, English classes at 8:30 a.m. in the community center. 
If parents attend a 2 days spiritual retreat, they will receive credit if an attendance letter is turned in. 

6. Parents must attend to their children's classroom on the first day of class and the first class in January. 
7. Students will receive a student's bulletin from the teacher thefirst week of each month, you are responsible to 

get one for your information. 
8. Parents must drop off and pick up their children in the classroom. Please be here to pick up your children 15 

minutes before dismissal time. If parents forget their children continuously, we have the obligation to report it to 
Child Protective Services. Children will not be allowed to walk home by themselves. Unless you sign a letter. 

9. Godparents are not required for First Communion, if you decide to have godparents, only one person will be 
accepted, and will be required to attend one godparents and parents talk that will be held in March or April. 

10. Donation of $40.00 will be required for the ceremony's expenditures, donated by the Godparent or parents. 
The donation will be requested at the Godparent talk. 

11. If the student does not participate in class, or disrespects his teachers and fellow students, parentslguardians will 
be notified. If this behavior continues we will have to suspend the student 

12. Dress Code: No earrings on the face are acceptable, no earrings on boys, no hats, must tuck in shirts, no radios, 
no cell phones, no shorts; no mini skirts, no mini shirts no see-through-clothes. The students will be sent home 
if any of these iiemr are violated 

13. First Communion: students on their second year of preparation will have a Reconciliation and Eucharist 
retreat. Lack of participation will delay receiving the Sacraments. 

Other requirements: 
14. There is no cleaning service for the school on weekends. Therefore, we ask parents and children to keep the 

classrooms, hallways, and restrooms clean. 
15. Every family will be asked to sell a book of raffle tickets per child for the church festivities raffle with a value of 

$20.00 

I agree with my contract and assure and encourage my children to do the same. To register I need to pay $40.00 off the 
registration fee per child which is not refundable if my children never come to class or drop out. 
Full-balance must paid by January 2009.
